Joakim Lykke

Joakim Lykke is a mature artist who, over the course of his life, got used to a world where the outlook of people around us and the pressure of social media dominates the everyday life.

The music is what Joakim Lykke calls "singer-/songwriter rock with notes of pop", wich also has a clear vibe of the 1990s.

Joakim thinks things through, and nothing is random - neither in the recorded songs nor the music video for his first single "Born Naked". So when you see Joakim's bare belly skin in the picture, it's because Joakim has the perfectly clear attitude, that we should all dare to be ugly - and give each other the space and the chance to be ugly!, even when life, friends, family or social media forces us to think that we shouldn’t. It is of no use always having to strive for the perfect, in all areas of life. It simply doesn't make sense not to stand by oneself, and that's one of the things that the first single "Born Naked" is all about ...

Joakim’s 2nd single ’October Down’ features vocals of the talented singer Kristine Hoelgaard – The single was first released in video-form on Facebook and YouTube on 01.04.20 and on streaming 05.04.20. 

Incidentally, according to Joakim, his upcoming album itself should be seen as a "status update" of his own life and songwriting, and what his world looks like in 2020. The 12 tracks on the album, are selected from more than 50 songs that Joakim has worked on for a long time. According to Joakim, the songs are "the 12 songs that, together made the most sense to put together, and listen to as a whole", and at the same time, the 12 songs that ensured a wide range of tempo and energy without compromising the thread of consistency.

Joakim Lykke is a wild but also brittle and fragile, 41-year-old with lots of musical experience. He sees himself as a performer, frontman and singer - and has more than 300 live gigs behind him - with all the insight and experience it provides. He sings - but also plays the guitar and writes his own songs. The influences are bands like Counting Crows, +LIVE+, Matchbox Twenty, R.E.M and Kashmir, all of whom, to some extend, are present in Joakim's songwriting.

Joakim Lykke LIVES on stage and in contact with an audience! He says, without the slightest hesitation: "rock is energy and experiences" and “rock music must be experienced live!”.

For Joakim, being a front man on stage is "something about putting your foot on the monitor, leaning over the edge of the stage and giving it your all!". It is about "getting in touch with the audience with all that entails!" He says: “after that first experience of being in a state of symbiosis with the audience, I was sold! – I’m never going back on that!”.

Joakim Lykke is 100% self-taught. He taught himself to write songs and play the guitar: "because I had something to say!" Joakim feels like it’s important to get it out, and so he financed the album himself, because he felt like he needed to, and because he felt like he had something relevant to say.
Joakim says: “Today you can record music at home in your living room with an iPad and a cheap guitar, but it has been imperative for me, to do it properly.” The album is recorded in Mindless Studio in Aarhus, a real studio with all the facilities in modern recording equipment, hired professional musicians, and with the experience of producer Flemming Bloch on the sidelines. 
“It has been a big and expensive project – I spent countless hours and all my savings, but having financed it all myself, has let me make the album that I felt I had to make, with no restraints and total artistic freedom.”
The album will be available in speptember 2020, while the 1st single and video was released on 24.11.19 and the 2nd single was released in video-form on Facebook and YouTube on 01.04.20 and on streaming 05.04.20.

Joakim emphasizes on the ‘pride in writing a good song’ and in context, his respect for the craft of doing so. In Joakim's words: “I have no problem with banalities, the music may be simple and  consist of only three chords – the important thing is for the song to take relevance with the audience – and the simple and energetic just works for me”.
But when it comes to the lyrics, Joakim prefers more depth, wich applies both when listening to other people's music and when writing his own songs. He mentions the band Matchbox Twenty as an influence to ‘play with words’ in order to give multiple meanings and messages, when you put them together in new ways or in surprising contexts.

Joakim is a singer and performer. He has a deep, soft voice and is by nature a calm person who contemplates meaning and thinks things through, although it can sometimes be the exact opposite that is expressed on stage. But you immediately notice the calmness, when you meet him or talk to him on the phone - there is just something about that voice. . . .
But Joakim also plays the guitar and can even be lured to playing solo concerts, where he likes to tell stories inbetween songs and otherwise entertain as a singer-/songwriter alone with his guitar on stage. 
The guitar is important to him, and was also part of what initially drew Joakim into the music. He taught himself how to play guitar because he was fascinated by the attention you’d get when playing and singing – and in that a way to get his lyrics out. For Joakim it has never been about guitar-solos or about being able to play loud and fast. The guitar has always been a more basic tool – a way to make songs out of the lyrics that he wrote. He never gets tired of the sound of the instrument, and somehow Joakim's guitar is part of what he calls the "cohesiveness" of music - both in his own songs and in a lot of the artists he listens to.
